B Requirements
One must complete 18 credits for each concentration to obtain the certificate.
If one selects 2 concentrations and takes one overlapping course in both concentrations, the course may be considered as
fulfilling 3 credits for each concentration. An overall GPA of 2.7 is required for graduation with a certificate of
concentration.

EWHA-HCAP(Harvard College in Asia Program) is a
student-run program at Harvard College. Every year,
Harvard College chooses one university in major Asian
countries as its partner to understand and confront
current issues through two annual conferences. Ewha
Womans University has been the first and the only
partner university in the nation for the last decade.
Other partner universities include University of Tokyo
in Japan, St. Xavier's College in India, American
University in Dubai in United Arab Emirates, University
of Hong Kong, and Bosphorus University in Turkey.
During the conference, students not only discuss and
debate about the current issues, but also listen to
lectures, visit related sites, and hold cross-cultural
exchange programs. Themes change every year. For
example, the theme of HCAP 2017 is “Mind, Body,
and Society: Global Health Challenges of the 21
Century.”
